In 1982, while living in Ketchikan, Alaska, it was as though I was caught up into the heavenlies.  As I looked down I was suspended over a flat map of the world.  I was looking down on the United States, but I saw the rest of the world in my peripheral vision.  Suddenly, it was as if I was looking through a funnel and I was seeing what I knew be Heppner, Oregon.  (We had lived in Heppner prior to moving to Ketchikan).  I then saw little lights coming to Heppner from all over the map.  The lights would come and go from Heppner, becoming brighter in the procession.

Later as I read in Habakkuk 2:2, I wrote the vision and made it plain upon tables.  Verse three goes on to say that the vision was yet for an appointed time, but at the end it would speak and not lie: though it tarry.

Upon returning to Heppner it seemed a strange thing to tell people that lights would come and go from Heppner, Oregon.  Heppner is a sleepy little community of 1,400 people.  There is no bus, plane, train, nor even a taxi.  Yet God has watched over His word to perform it.  People have come to the Ministry House from all over the world.  As of 1998, teams have gone out from Heppner and ministered in over 17 countries.  Who but God could have done such a thing?   

In 1987, I went to Coeurd’Alene, Idaho.  While there I had another vision.  Once again I found myself suspended over the same map.  I saw little chain links moving all over the map.  Some would come together, and not close.  But when links did close, I could hear the sound in my ears.  It sounded like big iron doors closing.  I knew within me, it was God fitting a people together for His purpose in the earth.  I knew when those links joined together forming a chain, that not the hand of man or the hand of the enemy would be able to break those links.

At that time, I did not understand scriptually what God was doing in this day.  Now I see His plan more clearly.  The glory will arise upon a people and that people will be called Zion.  They will be fitly joined and see eye to eye.

January 17, 2001

Brethren,


A call from Mary Ella Johnson on 1/11/01, shortly after rising started my day.  She related to me that God had awakened her in the night from a sound sleep.  He spoke the word “bottle.”  Not understanding, her reply to God was, “Please be more specific.”  Not hearing anything further she fell asleep once again.  Then as before she was wide awake from a sound sleep.  “You have the answer to a question Lynda has been asking me.”  


After hanging up the phone I could not think of any question I had asked the Lord for which the answer could be bottle.  Never the less through all the years of knowing Mary Ella I knew she carried a sure word and I’d learned to listen to her.  I pondered her words before the Lord for most of the day, “What could this possibly mean?”  


In the afternoon I had picked up some papers I had received from Clayt Sonmore a couple days prior to this.  In my busyness I had skimmed over them, pulling out a few priceless nuggets as always.  But I felt to read them thoroughly.  So in obedience I began to read.  Then on the 8th page of the second set of papers the shades went up.  Quote:  “Dear ones reading this treatise.  Something needs to be done to unbottle that which Satan has far too long suppressed.” 


The answer was here!!  I knew the question now and God was speaking!  I will try and share the question and the answer as it unfolded that day.  


The question was about the visions God gave me so many years before.  Refer to page 11 in, “Breaking Bread Book”.  We’ve seen God fulfill the first vision.  People have come here to H.C.M.F. from all over the word.  They still come.  We’ve gone all over the world and we’re still going.


God has ordained Heppner to be a “City of Refuge”.  This word has been confirmed many times but I really did not have the understanding until now.  


From Clayt Sonmore’s paper the Lord led me through Numbers 35.  I want to state here my understanding of the children of Israel in verse 2.  The children of Israel are those that are Jews inwardly, not natural born.  They are the spiritual stick in Ezekiel 37.  It is out of this group (the children of Israel) the 144,000 (the few) will come (Rev. 7:4).  


In Numbers 35 we see murderers fleeing to the city of refuge.  Let us ask ourselves who they are.  “Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer”, 1John 3:15.  Crudens concordance says: Hate – this word is used in the bible frequently, not for literal hatred, but a dislike, or even a lesser degree of love for one than for another.  


These murderers flee to a city of refuge.  (Note there are 3 cities on each side of the Jordan.)  They are kept safe there from the avenger.  These murderers then stand before the congregation in judgment.  


There was a time when I would hear judgment and what I would hear was annihilation.  Now I hear truth.  Judgment is unto truth.  In the city of refuge the murderer will stand before the congregation in judgment (v.12).  God will have a covenant people here that will speak truth in love.


H.C.M.F. has been and will continue to be a place of refuge for the church, for the stranger and for that one traveling and needing a place to sleep for the night (v.15.)


In verse 25 we see that it is the congregation not one individual that  will deliver the slayer out of the hand of the revenger of blood, and the congregation shall restore him to the city of his refuge.  We know the Lord is our refuge.  That one that is restored abides there unto the death of the high priest, which was anointed with holy oil.  (Without going into why I believe this, it indicates a change of priesthood - Levitical to Melchesidec.)


In verse 30 we see that no murderer will be put to death by only the testimony of one witness.  Jesus Christ is the Faithful Witness.  He is the Word: Written, Spoken and Living.  It is so important that we have ears to hear what the Spirit is speaking to the church today, so that we will be established to be His house in the mouth of two or three witnesses.  I believe the Melchesidec Priesthood will be established with two witnesses (the written and spoken Word arising in them”.  Then as the Word or He is revealed in them, the hand will come forth (refer to 1Kings 18:44) to show the doubting church the scars, that they may be established with the third witness - The Living Word.  When the priesthood and the church become one (united in faith which comes from an ear to hear) then the world will know. (V. 34)  


Several years ago the Lord spoke to me traveling from Heppner to Hermiston.  My daughter Kimberly was driving and there is a place in route that it looks as if God has set a glass bowl on top of the earth.  You can see the horizon all the way around.  As my heart was filled with the beauty of His creation I saw like accordion doors all around the horizon.  But on my left, His hand was on the door and it was open a portion.  He then gave me Exodus 23:29-30.  I understood then that as we went out to occupy the land, we had to be increased.  If He gave us it all at once it would become desolate because we didn’t have enough of Him to tend it.  But little by little as that increase came we would occupy!


From Numbers 35 the Lord took me to Deuteronomy 7.  When God shall bring us into the land to possess it, we will find enemies there.  In verses 3-5, He tells how to deal with them.  We’re not to make marriages with them but we are to destroy their altars, break down their images, cut down their groves and burn their graven images with fire.  The priesthood God is bringing forth in this hour will separate the holy from the profane.  Chosen not because they are more in number than any people, for they are the fewest of all people (v.7.)  A priesthood brought out with a mighty hand (ref. Rev. 18:4) and redeemed out of the house of bondage.  The church, which we see now, is in bondage.  (Gal. 4:25, Ps. 68:6)  But God is bringing forth a Priest that will have the ability to lift up a church whom He loves so much.  Out of the abundance of their heart their mouth will speak to free the captives.  And the Lord thy God will put out those nations before thee by little and little: thou mayest not consume them at once, lest the beasts of the field increase upon thee.  (Deut. 7:22 tie this with Ex. 23:29-30).  The kingdoms of this world will become the kingdoms of our Lord and of his Christ (Rev. 11:15.)  When his judgments are in the earth the people of the world will learn righteousness (Is. 26:9.)


Many of us have found ourselves in the refining fire but we must understand that in the fire one will show up like Him.  Let us not reject the chastening of the Lord and let us not be satisfied until we awake in his likeness.  As we have been led through the wilderness we must understand the purpose: to prove thee, to know what was in thine heart, whether thou wouldest keep his commandments or not (Deut. 8:2.)  


The Lord gave me four words this year: willingness, commitment, covenant, and faithfulness.  The willing and the obedient will eat the good of the land!  May God give us understanding in these things.  May each of us sing that old song, “I Surrender All!”


It is time for the house of the Lord to be built (Haggai).  He is the Master builder.  We must let him arise!  Christ in you, the hope of glory.  He is preparing a living sacrifice.  May we grow up together into Him.  Certainly God is going to bring a people together from all over the world.  They will speak the same language and supply what the other have need of.  As for those of us here in Heppner, I believe when our obedience is fulfilled we will be fitted with other parts to supply.  But we must no longer be ignorant of the devil’s devices.  We must be obedient to be doers of the word God has given us.  We must not allow the enemy to suppress what God has given us any longer.


Clayt Sonmore said that many accept the message in theory but because of the cost to walk this way, the same ones reject it in implementation.  Let us continue on to know Him that He might be formed in us.  That we might awake in his likeness.  It is the message of the kingdom that will be preached in all the world for an end to come.


Herein is I believe the question I’ve had for so long and the answer the Lord has given me.  It is now the 17th of January and I’ve set here for several hours since 5 a.m. to write down what the Lord has given.  May we pay the cost.  None is too great that we may obtain Him. We are his vessel (bottle).  As we let Him arise, the desert will be watered.

TESTIMONIES
MARTHA’S PRAYER
2/10/83
As I share, I pray that the Lord Jesus Christ will direct my thoughts and each word, that He might be glorified.

Many of us could spend hours telling of the wonderful things God has done in our lives.  Physical healings, emotional healings, financial blessings, the list goes on and on.  Truly, He is a miracle working God.

The story I want to tell you could well be entitled, “Martha’s Prayer.”  Martha was my mom.  She was raised near Eugene, Oregon, with three brothers and one sister.  They have all spent their lives near the same area, with the exception of my mother, who after marrying my dad, moved to eastern Oregon. 

At the age of seventeen, during the depression and before meeting my dad, mom had a baby out of wedlock.  After six months together he was put up for adoption.

Eleven years later and several years after my mom and dad were married, I was born.  When I was around five years old, mom was told she had six weeks to live.  They had operated on her only to close her up, as the cancer was too far spread.  Those six weeks the doctors had given her, stretched into a four and a half-year period of time.

During those years the very smell of death lurked in our home.  But also during this time, Jesus came into my mother’s heart.  As a child I don’t know that I was aware of what had happened in her life, but I was very much aware of how much she loved Jesus and a hope and peace inside her, in spite of the storm.

Recently my girls and I were in a literal storm.  We were in a 26-foot boat when the weather hit.  It was very rough, with waves coming over the bow.  I’m sure the thought of drowning entered all of our minds.  I rebuked the waters and prayed that God would calm the seas, but it continued to get worse.  We did make it back safely but I was troubled and sought the Lord, asking him why he didn’t stop the storm.  His reply was, “I may not always calm the waters, but I will always bring you through if you’ll keep your eyes on me.”

I know, as I look back- it was the hand of Jesus that held my mom steady during those years of illness.  I know too that she prayed much for those loved ones she would leave behind.  

Mom died when I was nine.  My dad raised me as an only child by himself, until I married at the young age of sixteen.  He died a year later.

My life after mom died was one of loneliness, hurt, resentment and rebellion.  I was always looking for something or someone.

It was not until I was 28 years old that I finally found what I’d been searching for.  During all those years I’d been to many churches but it was not until this time that I surrendered my life to Jesus Christ.  I always figured that one day when I was good enough or tired of having fun, I’d make a commitment to Him.  Well, I never did get to that point.  But you know what?  He took me just like I was.

Since that time, He’s held my hand.  I’ve always known that He was there.  “An ever present help in the time of trouble.”  I wish I could say that since that time I’ve walked with Him and been obedient, but I can’t.  After the father of my four children and I split up; feeling like my life was over, I went back to a worldly life.  Convinced in my mind that I had committed the unpardonable sin, I lived in that world for two horrible years.  I felt that having known Christ in such a real way and then walking away, that there was no longer a sacrifice for my sins.  Satan will use scripture against us.  He will twist the Word and tell you anything to keep you from returning to Jesus; to keep you from appropriating those promises in God’s Word- to keep you from asking for forgiveness- to keep you from an abundant life- to keep you in defeat.

One of the few things that my mom left me was a Bible.  In the front she had written Eph. 6:12-13: “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood but against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armor of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.”

It is so very important that we put on the full armor.  Our adversary the devil is lurking about seeking whom he can kill and destroy.  We are at war!  If you don’t know who your enemy is and how to fight him, he will walk over the top of you.   In Christ there is victory!

After mom died, the only one in her family that I was in contact with was her sister and her two sons.  I never knew about my brother until I was seventeen.  I longed during the years after mom died, to be a part of a family.  As a little girl I remember walking home one evening and seeing a family sitting around a table and eating.  I cried and cried.

After walking away from the Lord, a special friend of mine invited me to an Aglow retreat.  Finally, to more-or-less get her off my back, I agreed to go.  The retreat lasted for three days.  I had never before experienced the presence of God in such a powerful way.  Those three days changed my life.  Since that time the Lord has been in the process of putting my, messed up life, back together.

He never once let me down.  That child, that parent, that spouse, that brother or sister, or me...  will all let you down, but not Jesus!  We must keep our eyes on Him.  Not others.  He’ll never leave nor forsake you.  If you will come unto Him, He will give you rest.

After the Aglow retreat the Lord gave me such a hunger for more of Him and His Word.  I think I went to every service I could attend for two years.  I was in the Word almost constantly.  I praise Him for that hunger.  For as the Word has gone into me, I’ve been able to stand, even when times were hard.

During that period of time I found out the name of the home my brother had been put in.  I called and they told me there was no way that I could ever find him.

Not long after this I attended a convention.  After the meeting I was talking with a group of people when a lady walked up to me.  I recognized her as having been a friend of my mom’s.  With tears streaming down her face she said, “Lynda, you are an answer to your mother’s prayers.”  An answer to Martha’s prayers.  I was so blessed.  Being a mother myself I knew a little of what my mom must have felt, knowing she was leaving me behind.  I knew too, those same prayers went before the Lord on behalf of my brother.  A brother I dared not even hope to find. 

But then the day came when the Lord kindled that hope.  I was on a plane flying from Alaska to Oregon.  On this plane was a Jewish man who had been adopted and was on his way to meet his natural family.  At this point, knowing God was not a respecter of persons, I began to pray, “Lord please let my brother find me.”  Eight months later, the end of November, I got a phone call from Massachusetts.  Across the line came a male voice.  “Are you sitting down?”  “My name is Gordon Marker, and I’m your brother.”  I don’t think I can describe the joy that filled my heart at that moment.  I shook from head to toe.  I laughed and cried.  Truly, God’s arm is not short.  He is able to do far above all that we can think or hope.

On January 11th, 1983 at 6:30 p.m., I met my brother for the first time at the Portland Airport.  The moment I saw him it was as if we were the only two people there.  He has the most beautiful smile.  We embraced and it was as if every dream I’d ever had came true at that moment.  My brother!  My very own brother.  And he loved me back.  We were never strangers.  He’d never had a sister and I’d never had a brother.  Yet here we were.  It was wonderful.

We spent one week together.  And what a week it was.  We went to Eugene and met with all our mother’s family.  Fifty-seven in all.  They had a reunion just for us, the very first.  And what a feast they had prepared.  Martha’s kids had returned!  Not only were Gordon and I together now, but here was this huge family to love and to be loved by.  There were many tears; a real beginning of healing to many relationships.  One cousin said later, “Our lives will never be the same, never again will we take so for granted those things Gordon and you have longed for all your lives, namely family.”  Later Gordon and I held one another and cried for joy of our mom Martha, whom we both had missed so. 

Also during this time I met Gordon’s 86 year old adoptive mom.  Little Mama Marker.  She’s about five-foot tall and weighs all of ninety-eight pounds.  She had raised Gordon by herself since he was 14, in Corvallis, Oregon.  She welcomed me with open arms, happy to have a new daughter.

HEALING

My Personal Journey

My mom died of cancer when I was about ten years old.  She had been diagnosed with cancer four and one half years prior to her death.  At that time she had been given six weeks to live.  She had cervical cancer, but when in surgery, it was found that the cancer had spread throughout her body.

During the last years of her life, there were many visits to the hospital.  As a young girl, I well remember spending many nights in the hospital room with her and numerous rides on the elevator.  Often I would go to the roof on which I could look over the wall and see our entire town.  Often that elevator took me to the cafeteria in the basement.  Sometimes it was to the other floors and other patients.  It was like a world all in itself.  So much going on, and so many faces.

My mom was a very pretty and petite lady, but the cancer ravaged her body.  Weekly the doctor would come to our home to tap the water from her swollen stomach.  Her cries and the smell of cancer filled our once happy home.

My dad held on to her tightly.  We went to every doctor that talked of a cure.  We went to a healing crusade.  Yet at 39 years of age, she was gone.  Leaving a husband, whose life she was, and a little girl who needed her mom.

Yet life goes on.  My dad never remarried, and eight years later, he joined her after a fatal heart attack.  By that time I was married and had the first of four children, two sons and two daughters.  

By 1983 my sons were grown, and my daughters were fifteen and twelve.  We were living in Alaska.  It was there that I heard the doctor say to me, “Mrs. Crane, there is a large growth on your cervix.  It doesn’t look good, and I have scheduled you to see a surgeon two weeks from today.” 

Those two weeks were the longest two weeks of my life.  The first thing that engulfed me was fear.  Fear of pain, fear of the unknown, and fear of death.  Fear gripped my heart, but the mercy and grace of God led me through.  It is a time for which I am now grateful.  

The first thing that God spoke to me as the fear subsided was, “Go back to the things you first learned.”  My mind raced.  What was the first thing?  And then I knew.  The first thing the Lord taught me about was healing.  

When I first came to the Lord I had a real struggle over the question of healing.  My mom loved the Lord, she believed in healing, and yet she had died.  Why?  How could that be?  Was healing His will?  These were questions only He could answer for me, and He did.  The spirit led me throughout the Bible and brought me to a place where I knew that the Lord’s will was always life.  

The day after the Lord spoke to me, I went to our weekly evening bible study.  I asked the group to lay hands on and to pray for me, if they believed God would heal me.  I came home that night, knowing that my life and my children were in His hand and all was well.

The next day my long awaited appointment with the surgeon arrived.  Even my time in the waiting room, seemed an eternity.  Finally the nurse called my name, and I found myself in a sterile room on a table, being examined by a Doctor Babcock.  He seemed puzzled and called for the x-rays again.  Finally he said, “Mrs. Crane, I don’t understand it, but what was there is gone.  It looks like someone just took a knife and cut it off.”

Tears of joy were streaming down my face as I jumped off the table with my hands lifted to God exclaiming, “I understand!  I understand!  The Lord has healed me.”

John 6:63  “It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing, the words that I speak unto you they are spirit and they are life.”

HEALTH……..God’s Will

There are things in every believer’s life that must be overcome.  I used to think that I had a choice as to whether I would be an overcomer or not.  And I do, as do you.  However, we will either be an overcomer or we will be overcome.  

I used to have a piece of paper of the front of my refrigerator stating, “Believe and receive, Doubt and do without.”  God’s words are life to those that will receive them.  

There are several scriptural ways to obtain healing.  The Word of God is above every circumstance and feeling.  Receive His Word.

Greek #315 anajkajw anagkazo – to necessitate, compel, constrain.
Webster: constrain = (1) to force into, or hold in close bounds; compel, oblige as, he was constrained to agree. (3) to get or produce by force or strain, as a person’s consent; syn. See force. 

And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.  Matthew 11:12

Webster: force = (1) strength; impetus; intensity of effect. (2) might, as a ruler or realm; strength for war. (3) strength of power exerted upon an object; physical coercion; violence; to use force in order to do something, to use force on a person.

And go, get thee to them of the captivity, unto the children of thy people, and speak unto them, and tell them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; whether they will hear, or whether they will forbear.  Ezekiel 3:11

And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  Mark 16:15

How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?  Romans 10:14

For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if one died for all, then were all dead:  II Corinthians 5:14a

Webster: constrain = (1) to force, compel, or oblige; bring about by compulsion; to constrain obedience.

Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to think any thing as of ourselves; but our sufficiency is of God; Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.  II Corinthians 3:5-6

THE ROLE OF WOMEN IN THE CHURCH

Some people today believe that women should not be in leadership.  Being a woman myself I would like us to look at some scriptures pertaining to women and find out why we believe what we believe.  

I Timothy 2:1-15

I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty. For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time. Whereunto I am ordained a preacher, and an apostle, (I speak the truth in Christ, and lie not;) a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and verity. I will therefore that men pray every where, lifting up holy hands, without wrath and doubting. In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with braided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array; But (which becometh women professing godliness) with good works. Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection. But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence. For Adam was first formed, then Eve. And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression. Notwithstanding she shall be saved in childbearing, if they continue in faith and charity and holiness with sobriety.  I Timothy 2:1-15

Let the woman learn in silence with all subjection. But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence.

Strongs Concordance Greek language

Woman: (gune): wife

Silence: (:hesuchia) tranquillity, not in a disturbing way.

Subjection: (hupotage): to place in proper order.

Teach: (infinitive didaskein in the present tense): to teach continuously.

Man: (aner): husband
*What did Paul want to teach in 1 Timothy 2:9-15? It was that a wife should display a tranquil spirit in her attempt to learn. We must bear in mind here that during that period of time usually men only had the privilege of education. Paul encouraged a wife to ask questions and to learn, but always to realize that her questions should not be of a nature which would disturb that peace that existed between her and her husband or which in any way would embarrass him. She should bear in mind the proper positioning of a wife in relationship to her husband, who is her head, and consequently responsible to provide and protect her. In verse 12 Paul says, I do not want a wife to continually teach, if she did, she would undermine her husband’s position, giving the impression that she is the head of her husband, which is contrary to God’s ordained order between husband and wife. Many have taken these scriptures and have said a woman is not to teach in the church. The word tells us that we are to study to shew ourselves approved, workmen that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. It is obvious as we look into these scriptures that Paul is dealing within the marriage relationship.

I Corinthians 11:2-16  

Now I praise you, brethren, that ye remember me in all things, and keep the ordinances, as I delivered them to you.  But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God.  Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishonoureth his head.  But every woman that prayeth or prophesieth with her head uncovered dishonoureth her head:  for that is even all one as if she were shaven.  For if the woman be not covered, let her also be shorn:  but if it be a shame for a woman to be shorn or shaven, let her be covered.  For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the image and the glory of God:  but the woman is the glory of the man.  For the man is not of the woman, but of the woman of the man.  Neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the man.  For this cause ought the woman to have power on her head because of the angels.  Nevertheless neither is the man without the woman, neither the woman without the man, in the Lord.  For as the woman is of the man, even so is the man also by the woman; but all things of God.  Judge in yourselves:  is it comely that a woman pray unto God uncovered?  Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man have long hair, it is a shame unto him?  But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her:  for her hair is given here for a covering.  But if any man seem to be contentious, we have no such custom, neither the churches of God.  I Corinthians 11:2-16  

*In these scriptures Paul is dealing with an issue that was causing problems within the church in Corinth. In that day there were a thousand priestesses at the temple of Aphrodite on Acrocorinth. These temple prostitutes were commonly seen without any covering on their heads and having short hair, unbecoming to a modest woman. Paul was concerned that as these priestesses were becoming saved, they would no longer be identified with immorality but with Christ. Hair does not get long overnight, therefore she was to wear a covering on her head upon entering church.

I Corinthians 14:33,34

For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints. Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law. 1 Corinthians 14:33,34

Strongs Concordance….Greek language

Silence: (sigao) to hold ones peace until the appropriate time.
*In that day women were on one side of the church and men were on the other, some of the women in their zeal to learn, were asking questions of their husbands across the room, causing a disturbance. We also must realize as we read these scriptures that the church in Corinth was being affected by some of the paganistic practices at Celphi, Greece’s most famous center or oracles. Paul was concerned that the impure not be mixed with the pure. Often as we deal with other cults or cultures we see mixture. Those works of darkness must be put off. At the same time we do not cut off truth because a counterfeit has come in. As we all come to him we must worship him in Spirit and in Truth. In Delphi, the priestesses would get intoxicated on fumes and utter incoherent sounds which were interpreted.

Wherefore brethren, covet to prophesy, and forbid not to speak with tongues. Let all things be done decently and in order.  I Corinthians 14:39,40

READ ALL of Romans 16

*As we read this chapter we see that there were many women in church leadership.

I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a servant of the church which is at Cenchrea: That ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her in whatsoever business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, and of myself also.  Romans 16:1,2

*Obviously Paul acknowledges here that Phoebe has taught him and is commending her to the church.  

For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye all one in Christ Jesus. Galatians 3:27-28
*As we put on Christ there is neither male nor female.  All ministry should come forth as we stand in Him and let Him (the Word) arise in us to scatter the enemies.

Thou therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus.  II Timothy 2:1

*A mature minister will bear fruit.  The fruit we are to bear is the fruit of the Spirit.  As we “hear” the Word of God or have the revelation of the Word, we will move in his nature and give that word to others. Thus the sons will be manifested.

For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God.  Romans 8:19.

*The words manifestation and revelation (as in Rev. 1:1 “The revelation of Jesus Christ”) are the exact same words in Greek, Strongs #602.  In this we can see that the revelation of the Word, which is to be revealed in us (Romans 8:18) is what all of creation is waiting for.  In Revelation 1:10 we see there is a time table for this to happen.  “The Lords Day” or the 7th Day.  A day I believe we have entered into. A day the prophets of old longed to be a part of .  This hope will anchor our emotions in this hour “Christ in you- the hope of glory.”

TABERNACLE
TABERNACLE

Years ago I heard a preacher say that everything fits in the tabernacle.  I’ve found that to be true (Example:  30 fold, 60 fold, 100 fold).

According to all that I shew thee, after the pattern of the tabernacle, and the pattern of all the instruments thereof, even so shall ye make it. Exodus 25:9

Strait, Strongs #4728- narrow, (from obstacles standing close about)

THE KEY

For me there was a key that began to open the book of Revelation.  That key is the following message on Glory.

As God opened the eyes of my understanding that night, to show me His plan in Isaiah 60, I go so excited!  I don’t remember who all was living in at the Ministry House at that time, but I do know that I woke everyone up.  Oblivious to any groans or sleepy eyes, we had church.

At the Ministry House in Heppner, everyone calls this my Red Flannel Nightgown Sermon.

GLORY

Whereunto he called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.  11 Thessalonians 2:14

To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the gentiles; which is Christ in you the hope of glory.    Colossians 1:27

· In 1992 I asked the Lord a question,  “Lord, I’m hearing two things that I believe are from you, #1 Dark, dark times are coming upon the earth.  #2 A great multitude would be coming to Christ.  Show me in your word where we are on your timeline, and how these two words fit together.”  I was led to Isaiah 60.  I believe this is a word for today.  We are standing on the very edge of this word coming to pass.

Arise, Shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the Lord is risen upon thee.  For, behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the Lord shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee.  Isaiah 60:1,2

· Let us examine these scriptures.  Arise..(ten virgins arose from their slumber)..shine..(the wise shall shine); for thy light is come..(Thy law is light..Thy word is a light unto my path), and the glory of the Lord is risen upon thee.(Christ in you is the hope of glory…He is our glory and the lifter up of our head).  Our heads need to be lifted so the Son of Man can find a place to lay his.  He was given to be the head of the church.  Why can’t He find a place to lay his head?  Because ours is in the way!  In this hour of darkness , the glory is going to arise upon a people and as we look at the following scriptures, we find the Gentiles ( the unbelievers) , the kings,  the sons and the daughters coming  as the glory rises upon them.

And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy rising.  Lift up thine eyes round about, and see, all they gather themselves together, they come to thee, thy sons shall come from far, and thy daughters shall be nursed at they side.  Then thou shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and be enlarged: because the abundance of the sea shall be converted unto thee, the forces of the Gentiles shall come unto thee.  Isaiah 60 3-5

*  When the glory rises upon this people, it is then they will see and flow together.  This is when true unity will come.  Unity of the faith.  Not a man made unity, but a people walking in the light as he is in the light.  

The multitude of camels shall cover thee, the dromedaries of Midian and Ephah; all they from Sheba shall come: They shall bring gold and incense; and they shall shew forth the praises of the Lord.  All the flocks of Kedar shall be gathered together unto thee, the rams of Nebaioth shall minister unto thee: They shall come up with acceptance on mine altar, and I will glorify the house of my glory.  Who are these that fly like a cloud, and as the doves to their windows?  Surely the isles shall wait for me, and the ships of Tarshish first, to bring thy sons from far, their silver and their gold with them, unto the name of the Lord thy God, and to the Holy One of Israel, because he hath glorified thee.   Isaiah 60:6

*  The wealth of the wicked that has been laid up for the righteous will come in.  Unto the name of the Lord thy God, because He hath glorified thee.

And the sons of strangers shall build up thy walls, and their kings shall minister unto thee:  for in my wrath I smote thee, but in my favor have I had mercy on thee.  Therefore thy gates shall be open continually; they shall not be shut day or night; that men may bring unto thee the forces of the Gentiles, and that their kings may be brought.  Isaiah 60:10

*  We are perfected in those things we suffer, as he fills his temple, the forces of the unbelievers will come, and our doors will be open, day and night to receive them.

For the nation and kingdom that will not serve thee shall perish; yea, those nations shall be utterly wasted.  The glory of Lebanon shall come unto thee, the fir tree, the pine tree, and the box together, to beautify the place of my sanctuary; and I will make the place of my feet glorious.  The sons also that afflicted thee shall come bending unto thee; and all they that despised thee shall bow themselves down at the soles of thy feet; and they shall call thee, the city of the Lord, the Zion of the Holy One of Israel.  Whereas thou hast been forsaken and hated, so that no man went through thee, I will make thee an eternal excellency, a joy of many generations.  Isaiah 60:12-15

Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: by whom also we have access into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.  Romans 5:1,2

Let God arise, let his enemies be scattered:  let them also that hate him flee before him.  Psalms 68:1

*  God will arise in those that let him.  He must increase and we must decrease.  For the joy that was set before him, he endured the cross.  What a hope!  What a joy!  The glory!!!  Those that are Christ’s will crucify the flesh and the lusts thereof.

Thou shalt also suck the milk of the Gentiles, and shalt suck the breast of kings:  and thou shalt know that I the Lord am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.  For brass I will bring gold, and for iron I will bring silver, and for wood brass, and for stones iron:  I will also make thy officers peace and thy exactors righteousness.  Violence shall no more be heard in thy land, wasting nor destruction within thy borders; but thou shalt call thy walls Salvation, and thy gates Praise.  The sun shall no more be thy light by day; neither for brightness shall the moon give light unto thee:  but the Lord shall be unto thee an everlasting light and thy God, thy glory. 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“RAPTURE”

I heard a well-known lady say years ago that she believed that rapture was the biggest lie that Satan ever sold the church.

I was stunned to hear her say such a thing.  The only church I knew of at that time that didn’t believe in rapture was a cult.

Yet here is this lady, whom I held in high esteem, making such a statement.  This was not the first time I had questioned this teaching, however. When we first moved to Heppner, I began to notice the wheat fields around our small community.  The wheat and the tares grew up together until harvest time.  But as the wheat came to maturity the heads of the wheat bowed down and the tares stood tall in the fields and were very obvious.  My sons, along with many other young people were hired to pull those tares out before the wheat was harvested.  Somehow this testimony in the natural did not quite measure up with what I had been taught in the rapture teaching.

There is a book on my shelf that I have never read, but the title of that book has certainly set a president in my walk with God.  The title reads, “Know why you believe what you believe.”  This is something that I continue to keep at the forefront of my life, especially when it comes to sound doctrine.

There is but one truth, and it is that word that is to be a lamp unto our feet and a light unto our path.

We need to know the certainty of truth.  To be fully persuaded.  In the volume of the book it is written of me (Heb. 10:7).  We must not be double minded, but our minds must be renewed by the washing of the water of the word of God.  The Holy Ghost will lead us into all truth and righteousness.  Not only do we need truth and need to be a lover of truth, but we must allow the Word to arise in us, to change us that we might be conformed into His image.  We must be changed from the glory of the natural to the glory of the spiritual.  We must be lovers of truth.  We must know why we believe what we believe.
Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.  II Timothy 2:15

The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one;  The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels.  As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world.  The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity;  And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.  Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:  Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.  Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind:  Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast the bad away. So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from among the just,  Matt. 13:38-49

 

Behold, the eyes of the Lord GOD are upon the sinful kingdom, and I will destroy it from off the face of the earth;  Amos 9:8

 

For this they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water:  Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished:   II Peter 3:5,6

*The same water that lifted up the ark that held the righteous brought judgment upon the wicked.  (The Word which washes our carnal minds will lift us.  The Word is the water and the Word is the judge.)

 

But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.  For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark,  And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.  Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left.  Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left.  Matt. 24:37-41

Let the husband render unto the wife due benevolence: and likewise also the wife unto the husband.  I Corinthians 7:3

Strongs Concordance...Greek...#2133  kindness, euphem, conjugal duty,      benevolence, good will.  

Webster's Dictionary: benevolence-an inclination to do good.

 

For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature:  And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompense of their error which was meet.  Romans 1:26-27

 

*There is a natural use of the body!!!  Of all God's creatures, humans are the only ones who come together in the physical sense face to face.  Too many people today can no longer be satisfied with the natural use of their spouse's body due to the defilement of the marriage bed.

Masturbation, oral sex, and all manner of perversion have been winked at and even condoned.  Many have even used the word of God, twisting it to condone the darkness they are walking in.  Many have entered into such acts because of lack of knowledge.  They have found themselves in bondage. Bondage that has entangled them for years.  Many are the tears of those I have seen in bondage to masturbation.  The seed is not to be cast on the ground!  We are not to seek self-gratification.  We are not to seek to please ourselves.  Pornography is found in many Christian homes today.  It has got to stop.  It is bringing death.

*Our thoughts must be brought into obedience to Christ.  Into obedience to the word of God.  We must quit giving place to the devil, but cast down those evil thoughts, and those works of darkness.  Many marriage beds have become defiled.  Husbands and wives looking for things to stimulate them other than the use of their mates body.  No longer does that mate stimulate enough or satisfy them, some only wanting an oral act, no longer wanting the coming together that God intended.  We must raise the standard of God's word in our lives and in the church.  It is His word that sets us free.  Free to walk in the abundance, in the promises that He has called us unto.

HOLY SEED HATH MINGLED

 

*We are in a time like none other.  The wheat and the tares grow up together until the time of harvest. (Matthew 13:30)  God is raising up a priesthood that will understand just like Ezra- what an abomination it is before God, that the Holy Seed is mingled.

 

The seed (the Holy Seed) is the word of God.  Luke 8:11

(Matthew 15:6,9)   (Read  Zephaniah 3:4, Malachi 1:7, and Matthew 15:6-9).  He will glorify the house of his glory.  That house Zion will be his habitation.  They will come and declare his righteousness.  

 

*All creation is waiting, for the manifestation of the sons of God.  Those that will feed a pure word to a church that has departed from him days without number.  A pure word that will separate the holy from the profane.  This priesthood will not be defiled by women, but the pure word of God will be written upon the tablets of their heart.  And out of the abundance they will feed the church the substance with in.  That holy seed that will bring them up higher.

There are so many bible translations today and I am often asked; why do you take such a strong stand for the King James Version?  I want to try and explain why.
For all tables are full of vomit and filthiness, so that there is no place clean.  Whom shall he teach knowledge?  And whom shall he make to understand doctrine?  Them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts.  For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little:  Isaiah 28:8-10

*We are living in a day when the Lord is going to return to his house a pure language, to serve him with one consent. ( Zeph. 3:9) The word of the Lord is a pure word.(Proverbs 30:5)  We are his house.  The seed  (the pure word) has been mingled with many doctrines of men, in his house.  Resulting in the sanctuary being polluted and a famine for the hearing of the word. (Amos 8:11)  Thus the tables are full of vomit and filthiness.  The house God is wanting to build is us.  That house will be built upon the revelation of the Word of God.  The Door (the Word) is now open, and He is biding us to come up higher.  (Rev.4:1)

*We have many new translations today.  I have heard so many say this or that translation is so much easier to understand.  The fact is, it is the Spirit that leads us into all truth.  We must have ears to hear what the Spirit is saying to the church today.

The natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  1 Corinthians 2:14

*The carnal mind is an enemy against God.  Our minds must be renewed by the washing of the water of the pure word of God.  Jesus (the Word) is the faithful witness. (Rev. 1:5)   The Word is written, spoken and living. We must contend for the faith, which was once delivered to the saints.  Remember too, that faith comes by hearing.  The hearing comes from the Word.  When the pure word arises in us, then all men will be drawn unto Him.

For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of this prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book; And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of like, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.  Revelation 22: 18-19

*Much has been added and taken away in our newer translations to help the natural mind to understand.  Now let us return to Isaiah 28:10

*The precepts are all in the written word.  He has given us everything that pertains unto life and godliness.  His words are life to those that will find them.  We must be lovers of truth.  He is the way, the truth and the life.  Without truth, we cannot come into that abundant life that he wants for us.  There is no other way, but through the Door.  

Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God.  Hebrews 10:7

*We can find precepts in the newer translations, but you will not be able to draw the lines!  If you can’t draw the lines, how will you come through the door?  How will you be established in present day truth?

WHAT IS THE STATE (OR CONDITION) OF THE CHURCH IN THE LAST DAYS?

 

And in that day seven women shall take hold of one man, saying, We will eat our own bread, and wear our own apparel: only let us be called by thy name, to take away our reproach.   Isaiah 4:1

For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark,  And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the son of man be.  Matthew 24:38-39

Woe to her that is filthy and polluted, to the oppressing city!  She obeyed not the voice; she received not correction; she trusted not in the Lord; she drew not near to her God.  Her princes within her are roaring lions;  her judges are evening wolves; they gnaw not the bones till the morrow. Here we see the time table of the Lord.  Each day is set into a thousand year period of time. 1 Day = 1,000 years.  Then one of the thousand year spans of time turns into one day.  1 Day = Day of the Lord or  the 7th day.

*From Genesis till Jesus we see 4 days or 4,000 years.  From Jesus to the present we see 2 days or 2,000 years.  Thus bringing us into the 7th day (Day of the Lord), or a change in that time table.

· The 7th day, or the day of the Lord, is a day of rest.  Genesis 2:2

· The 7th day is also a day of wrath.  Zephaniah 1:15  Is. 13:9

Let us therefore fear, lest a promise being left us of entering into his rest any of you should seem to come short of it.  Heb. 4:1,4-9

Seek ye the Lord, all ye meek of the earth, which have wrought his judgment; seek meekness:  it may be ye shall be hid in the day of the Lord’s anger.  Zeph. 2:3

*This son became so hungry he would have eaten the husks that the swine ate but no man gave unto him.  (The corn is in the husks and there is a handful of corn in the earth upon the top of the mountains. Psalms 72:16)

 

And when he came to himself, he said, How many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger!  I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and before thee, And am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants.  Luke 15:17-19

 

*Here we see that he comes to himself realizing there was bread in the Fathers house.  Jesus, The Word is that bread (John 6:48).  He realizes he has sinned, confesses his sin and returns to the Father.  

 

And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him. And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son. But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet:  Luke 15:20-22

 

*We must not wear our own apparel (Isaiah 4:1), but have on the robe of righteousness (Isaiah 61:10), and our feet must be shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace.

 

And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry:  For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to be merry.  Luke 15:23-24

 

*Note the Father still calls him son.

 

Therefore prophesy and say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Behold, O my people, I will open your graves, and cause you to come up out of your graves, and bring you into the land of Israel. The Lord hath prepared a sacrifice and he hath bid his guests.  v. 7

 

The princes, and the king's children, and all such as are clothed with strange apparel will be punished.  Also those that leap on the threshold and fill their masters' houses with violence and deceit.  v. 8,9

 

There will be a cry from the fish gate, and an howling from the second, and a great crashing from the hills.  (Ref. to Is. 10:32) v.10

 

The merchant people are cut down and all that bear silver are cut off.  v. 11

 

The Lord will search Jerusalem with candles (Int. lamp), and punish the men that are settled on their lees, that say in their heart, The Lord will not do good, neither will he do evil.  v. 12

 

It is a day of the VOICE. v. 14

 

That day is a day of wrath, trouble, distress, wasteness, desolation, darkness.  v. 15

 

A day of the TRUMPET and alarm against the fenced cities and high towers. v. 16

*the multiple denominations and doctrines of men.
 

Chapter Two

So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.  Genesis 3:24

 

*There is a cherubim and a flaming sword to keep the way of the tree of life.  We know from Revelation 2:7 that it is the overcomers that will eat of the tree of life.  there is a way that seems right unto man, but the end thereof are the ways of death (Proverbs 14:12).  He came that we might have life, so we must ask ourselves; “What is keeping us from the life He wants for us?”  Lets look at some scriptures about cherubim and the flaming sword that are keeping the way into that life.

 

And there appeared in the cherubims the form of a man's hand under their wings.  Ezekiel 10:8

 

And it came to pass at the seventh time, that he said, Behold, there ariseth a little cloud out of the sea, like a man's hand. And he said, Go up, say unto Ahab, Prepare thy chariot, and get thee down, that the rain stop thee not.

1 Kings 18:44

 

*Note the time (seventh).  The hand signifies priesthood.

 

For he spake in a certain place of the seventh day on this wise, And God did rest the seventh day from all his works.  And in this place again, If they shall enter into my rest.  Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because of unbelief:  Again, he limiteth a certain day, saying in David, To day, after so long a time; as it is said, To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts.  For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward have spoken of another day.  There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God.  Hebrews 4:4-9

 

*None of us want to come short of that promise of entering into his rest.  There is a place in Him where the evil one touches us not.  How do we come into Him who is life?  His words are life and He is the door.  He is the way, the truth and the life.  How do we come into that place of life in Him?  

 

*It is written.  He has given us everything that pertaineth unto life and godliness.  May He give us ears to hear, eyes to see and a heart to obey.  Lets look at the cherubim and the flaming sword that are keeping the way of life.

Since that time I have come to believe that we will either overcome or be overcome.

Several hours later he called me back.  He told me he had felt from the Lord to help me.  He said he had obtained an invitation for me and went on with an explanation of an itinerary he had set up for me.  I remember saying a breathless thank-you as I hung up the phone.

The next couple of weeks were busy with much preparation, always before the Lord with, “What am I to say to this multitude of people?”  It seemed as if God was not hearing me.  Finally three days prior to leaving, God gave me three words to share with the people, GROW UP CHURCH!  I have preached these words for years.

Woe be unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days!  Matthew 24:19

The last time I went to Nigeria God spoke to me and said, “Tell my people to get into the ark!”
He is our hiding place.  There is a place in Him where the evil one touches us not.

GROWING UP

Growing up is a process.  That processing has a lot to do with the choices we make.  We choose whom we yield our members to and we choose to pick up our cross daily to follow after Him.  In the day we are living in; a day in which the enemy knows his days are numbered, it is very important that we grow up into Him.  There is a place in him where the evil one touches us not.

Woe unto them that are with child and to them that give suck in those days!  

Matthew 24:19

· If we are giving suck, we are giving milk.  If we are still on milk, our senses will not be exercised to discern both good and evil and we will not be skillful in the word of righteousness.  Refer to Hebrews 5:13-14. 

· The tables are full of vomit.  The pure Word has been mingled with the doctrines of man.  There is no place clean.  God is raising up a priesthood that will separate the holy from the profane.  He will return a pure language to his people.

Whom shall he teach knowledge?  And whom shall he make to understand doctrine?  Them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts.  For precept must be upon precept; precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little.  Isaiah 28:9-10

· Let us look at some characteristics of a child, or an immature Christian.  They can be very demanding and selfish.  Always complaining and pouting when they don’t get their way.  They want to be entertained, not able to endure sound doctrine.  

And a man’s foes shall be those of his own household.  Matthew 10:36

Now I say, That an heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all;  But is under tutors and governors until the time appointed of the father. Galatians 4:1-2

*Let us be swift to hear what the Spirit is speaking to the church today.  Let us lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save our souls.  

That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;  But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ  Ephesians 4:14-15

It is our flesh that is withholding Him from being revealed in us.  He must increase and we must decrease.  The Word of the Lord is pure.  The Word is truth, and it is the truth that makes us free.

For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and 

 these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.  Galatians 5:17

Emulations:  1. Desire or ambition to equal or surpass.  2. Ambitious rivalry, envious dislike. SYN. Competition.

Seditions:  1. The stirring up of discontent, resistance, or rebellion against the government in power.

Heresies: 1. A religious belief opposed to doctrine.  

Revellings:  rioting

*Jesus came that we might have life, and that we might have it more abundantly.  Let us each one, cast off the sins that so easily beset us and run the race.  Letting the Word light our path, not leaning on the arm of the flesh but looking unto Jesus (The Word), who is the author and the finisher of our faith. No flesh will glory in his presence.

BALANCE

(Balance #7189): to balance, equity (as evenly weighted), i.e. reality.

Thou are weighted in the balances, and art found wanting. (Dan. 5:27)

· A false balance is abomination to the Lord: but a just weight is His delight. (Prov. 11:1)

*  Even nature teaches us the importance of balance. We need to have a balanced diet. If we do not maintain balance, our body will become sick. The same is true spiritually. Let us look at God:

· Behold therefore the goodness and severity; but toward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be cut off. (Romans 11:22)

· By mercy and truth iniquity is purged: and by the fear of the LORD men depart form evil.

· The fear of the LORD is to hate evil (Prov. 8:13a)

· Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil. It shall be healthy to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones. (Prov. 3:7-8)

*  He has come that we might have life and that we might have it more abundantly. We must attend to the words of the Lord! They are life unto those that will find them and health to all their flesh (Prov 4:20-23). Oftentimes we see a truth and camp on that one truth, for example: by grace are ye saved, baptism in water, baptism in the Holy Ghost, the list goes on and on. But we must understand the importance of continuing on to know Him. Our denominations are often built upon one word we have received revelation of.

· For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away. (1 Cor.13:9-10)

· Then said I, so I come (in the volume of the book if is written of me) to do thy will, o God.

* 
In Heppner God has given us an end time word. One day several of us were at a sister’s home, when a Word came from the Lord, “Perfect the message!” Immediately I knew how all of us had heard: “Perfect the end time message”. God shouted in me NO!!! In the volume of the book it is written of me. The door is open. The seal has come off of the words of the book. We must eat the book and let His word arise in us. That we might come into the unity of the faith (faith comes by hearing. Do you have ears to hear what the spirit is saying to the church today?) and into the fullness of Christ.

*As we come through the door, as we let Him arise, every enemy will be scattered. The message is the volume. In the volume is balance, therefore those that love the truth, that will press through the Door, will be that priesthood God is bringing forth, to separate the holy from the profane. A priesthood that will have the ability to lift up a church that has departed from truth. To bring health and life to his body, the church. We must contend for the faith that was once delivered unto the saints. He is the door and God is bringing forth shepherds to lift up the lambs.

· But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. (John 10:2)

· They shall come, and shall declare his righteousness unto a people that shall be born, that he hath done this. (Psalms 22:31)

*Repent and be saved.  The world needs to hear this message.  Church we must turn our eyes to Jesus.  We must open our ears to the cries of the peoples of this world.  I read some staggering statistics about a year ago.  I'm sure these figures have changed considerably since then, as daily the population of our world changes, but they were as follows:

*Four and one half billion people on earth.

*Two and one half billion have never heard an effective witness of the Gospel.

*Six per cent of those that profess to be Christians are active.

*One worker for every four hundred, fifty thousand people who have never heard.

*Fifty thousand die daily, not knowing Jesus.  That is three thousand, three hundred thirty three every hour and fifty five every minute.

And how shall they preach, except they be sent?  As it is written, how beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things.  Romans 10:14,15  Are you going?
 

*Intercessors, no man can enter into a strong man's house, and spoil his goods, except he will first bind the strong man; and then he will spoil his house.  Are you praying?  Are you hearing the cries?

 

The body is fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.  Ephesians 4:16 

 

*Body are you being fitly joined together?  Joints are you supplying?  Church are you loving?

 

But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  Acts 1:8

 

*With the power comes a commission.  To Be A Witness!  At home, in your Country and in all the world.  Church, hear the word of the Lord.
 

*The same Spirit that raised Christ from the dead dwells in you.  That is Resurrection Power, Church!  There is a world out there that is dead in sin.  They need life.  His words are life.  We must let God arise; the enemy of sin and death must be scattered.

 

*Church hear what the Spirit is saying to you.  Go and tell them while it is yet day.  Today is the day of salvation.  We must get to the people and tell them whether they want to hear it or not.  If they will hear, if they will receive Gods word, they will receive life.  His words are life to those that will find them.  Cast off the fear of man.  Better they reject you than to reject Him.  If you have the Holy Ghost, you have the power to witness.  Let him arise.  You will be able to communicate your faith in Jesus Christ effectively by acknowledging who you are in Christ Jesus.  Read Philemon 6

 

I once heard a woman say the five most important words in the bible are:  OBEDIENCE, OBEDIENCE, OBEDIENCE, OBEDIENCE, OBEDIENCE
WHY GO YE
 

 

Since being in the ministry full time I have seen the faithfulness of God over and over.  In 1985 I went on my very first mission trip to the Philippines.  Never dreaming that would be only the first of many trips there and throughout the world.

 

I'm not a likely candidate to be a missionary.  I always disliked Missionary Sunday.  Not understanding how any of that had anything to do with me.  My thoughts were "Why would anyone travel overseas to tell people about Jesus and spend all that money, when their neighbor needs to hear about Him.  For sure that neighbor needs to hear and we need to be faithful to tell him, but why go?  There are those that know Jesus in those countries, they should be faithful to tell their neighbor!"

 

Slowly the Lord began to change my mind.  My mind was being renewed by the washing of the word.  I came to understand that my life was now His, for his purpose and that the Holy Spirit would lead me into all truth and righteousness.  He did not come to testify of himself but of Him that sent him.  That truth will make us free.  What we have to share with others is the life He gives to us.  His words are life to those that will find them.
 

Ye shall receive power after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  Acts 1:8

 

And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.  John 12:32

 

*God put an adamant in Ezekiel's forehead.  As I read in Ezekiel 3, I pondered about the word adamant.  I wasn't sure what adamant meant.  I ran and got Webster's Dictionary.  It said: unbreakable, unyielding, inflexible.  Certainly God wants us to have that adamant, that we be not moved from his purpose.  That we be not moved from his nature.  That happens as we allow the word of God to have power over our flesh.  (John 17:2)  As the word arises in us, our heads will be lifted and he will find a place to lay his.  Then He will draw all men, unto himself.  As we let God arise every enemy will be scattered.  (Psalm 68)

 

In Ezekiel 3:4-5 I read:

And he said unto me, Son of man, go, get thee unto the house of Israel, and speak with my words unto them.  For thou art not sent to a people of a strange speech and of a hard language, but to the house of Israel; Not to many people of a strange speech and of a hard language, whose words thou canst not understand.  Surely, had I sent thee to them, they would have harkened unto thee.


 

On my first missionary trip I found the truth in those words.  Those of a strange speech, those in other countries will hearken! It is so very important that the word we take is pure lest we bring pollution to the people.

 

While in Ghana West Africa I, along with a team from the U.S. were sitting in a dining area eating, when a man and two others walked into the room.  I was so aware of the presence of the Lord in that mans life.  He walked over to me, asking for prayer.  I remember thinking that he was the one that should be praying for me.  So often I still remember what he asked me, knowing that as yet I've not responded to that cry.  He said to me "When you come again, will you come to the fishing villages?  I've preached for so long and they won't listen.  But they will come just to see your white face and Gods word will not return void."  I remember crying and saying to the Lord, if all it takes is a white face then, "Here I am, send me!"

 

The workers indeed are few.  Nature testifies of harvest.  I'm very much aware that there is a harvest at the end of the world, but there is always a harvest somewhere today.  Some plant and some water, but God is the God of the harvest.  We dare not stand in the rice field while fruit is falling from the trees in another field.  Let us each one yield to Him and be obedient to go.  I am not saying we all have to go to Africa, but I am saying that we need to be willing to go.  To go where ever He wants us to go.  Not just being a hearer of the Word, but also being a doer.  Shouting from the roof tops those things He has given us!

MY TRIP OVERSEAS

I grew up in the small Eastern Oregon town of Heppner.  Life in Heppner was fairly

Simple.  Families either lived as farmers or were employed by the mill.  Each had a home, kids, a dog, a cat, and a barbecue.  Everyone was the same color, nearly had the same values, went to the same school, shopped at the same grocery store, wore the same brand of jeans, and shared the same garbage man.  From my home to Elementary, Jr. High, and High School, even until now, life in Heppner remains the same.

My life changed when I was thirteen.  I packed my suitcase and boarded a TWA airplane.  You see, my mom is a missionary and travels periodically overseas.  This particular trip was mandatory for me.  My mother demanded that I accompany her to the Philippines.  This meant that I had to miss basketball and school for four weeks, and I was very angry to be forced to leave the life routine I was maintaining.

With arms crossed and a headset over my ears we began our flight.  We flew for what seemed like days.  Then finally, we reached our destination…Manila.  As I stepped off the airplane, beads of sweat immediately began falling from my forehead and rolling down my legs.  The heat was penetrating my flesh and causing it to swell.  I looked on, and my eyes connected with what lie before me.  Dirt, black, rags, yells, chaos, smoke, taxis, brown faces.  The surroundings began to take over my private space.  Suddenly I felt the eyes of them penetrating me.  All of me.  Children pointing, men jeering.  One foot in front of the other I pushed through the crowds.  After a few minutes of finagling, we agreed to find our seat in a yellow taxi that read, air conditioning.  Moments later the windows were rolled down and so we went, bumper to bumper, through the thick dirty air with hankies covering our mouths to eliminate a portion of the toxins.  I felt like I was in a movie, (one something like Jewel of the Nile).  The lure of adventure quickly replaced the bad attitude I had carried throughout the flight and now, my eyes were wide.  My heart began to race with excitement as I searched to embrace all that was in my view. 

I saw life of a different kind.  Trikes (a motorcycle with a little cab like thing soldered to the side) scurried through the streets.  Jeepneys, (an open sided small bus) displaying fringe, flying colors, and rosary beads.  Pigs, chickens, and luggage were tied to the top, and rock music blared from the weak speakers.  Poverty lay to the sides of the street.  I couldn’t count the number of trash boards and boxes held up by on another that dressed the sides of the cement walls, securing a courtyard of wealth within.  Disease infested cats and dogs ran through the legs of the pot-bellied children.  Old men sat playing dominos, and old women carried pails of water.  Some buildings were new- most were old.  Lots of billboards were painted with Sony advertisements.  Another I saw, read, drug use, death in prison!  There weren’t any traffic laws,  (Or if there were, no one obeyed them).  Vehicles drove in any manner they saw fit…lanes weren’t a part of this traffic organization.  However, horns were.  In fact, horns were the means to this traffic jungle.

The taxi left us at the Camelot Hotel in an outlying area called Quezon City.  (Our money turned into a lot more money in the Philippines, so we were able to stay at luxurious places, or one that looked luxurious).  We found the air conditioning was the same that we had experienced in the taxi.  The shower walls were gripped with mildew, and although the beds were boards, we were happy to finally rest.  I laid down and slowly let the humid air breath my way to sleep.  

Morning came early.  The sun shown strong through our window.  Chicken, dogs and horns began their ensemble.  I cracked my eyelids to see the new day, but one of my eyelids only opened halfway.  I placed my fingers over the lid to feel what the hindrance was, and then ran into the bathroom to look in the mirror.  My eye was almost swollen shut, and displayed colors of yellow, blue and green.  That was my first acquaintance with foreign bugs.  

We preceded on to our destination on Philippine Lines, in route to Santa Maria, Ilocos Sur.  This meant nine hours north in a bus shared with crowds of people, pigs, and chickens.  Though the circumstances were quite disgusting from eye’s view, the beauty of life began to sprout up inside of me.  I observed the wrinkles in their faces, the sun blotches on their skin.  The streaks of burnt red hair highlighting the dark black hair.  The light in their eyes and the wide, bright smile that bore their deteriorating teeth.  I wanted to know these people, to experience their life, and learn what kept their spirits striving and living.  I had so much more that they in material things, yet they possessed so much more within.

Upon arrival, we were greeted with leis made from plastic straws tied together and bent in places to form flowers.  Mine was pink and white.  They proceeded to sing a song in their dialect (Ilacano) with hands clapping and hips swaying.  The children surrounded me, giggling, and pushing one another until finally a brave one would run up and touch my hair, then looked in awe at my red toenails.  It was the first time for most of them to ever see light hair and blue eyes.

We stayed with local families from village to village.  In one house, lived grandma, grandpa, mom, dad, sister, brother, and many children.  Each had a role in the activities of the house.  Usually the young girls would wash clothes, the older women would cook.  The men and young boys often worked in the small towns or in the mountains cutting brush or laying brick for minimal amounts of money.  It was hard work for everyone, yet I saw no grumbling or rebellion.  Each person respected the role of the other, and unconditional love held the family together.  

Some of the houses were made of dement.  Some were native huts made of nepha and bamboo.  Nevertheless, all the floors were hard.  We slept on a straw mat with a mosquito net curtained around us, and prayed at night for God to keep the geckos and other crawling critters away.  Water was sparse so I learned to bathe with one bucket of water.  As far as food…rice and fried whole fish that looked like herring greeted us for breakfast, lunch and dinner.  At times we were treated with sweet mangos, and various bananas, and at other times we held our breath to swallow dishes we chose not to have identified.

Each day took us to new villages, near and far, new people sick and poor, roads rough and narrow.  We were accepted with open arms.  Each family loving and giving.  I felt so ashamed at times to be receiving from ones so poor, but I had to accept.  For the joy of giving filled their face as we ate and shared together.

We ministered two to three times a day, sometimes in homes, sometimes in a church.  In the evenings we held a crusade at the city plaza.  It took no time at all to see that from the elders, to the children God reigned in their lives.  God wasn’t something to be attained. God was in them. 

I was forced to come to terms with myself as far as my own belief in God during one particular instance still fresh in my mind.  We had traveled by trikes on hard, bumpy, dusty paths for four hours to a village northeast of Santa Maria.  We had some difficulties along the way; flat tires, dust build-up around the eyes, nose, and well, everywhere dust could go!  As well as… creek crossings where we had to pull up our long skirts and walk across the murky water.  However, these small challenges were insignificant compared to what we would soon be faced with.  We had been asked to come to this village to pray for a certain man, and with that information we conceded and were on our way.  Pastor Lagmay directed us to an area to the side of the barrio’s center and there I saw the man. 

This man was chained to a tree like a dog.  His eyes wondered, his mouth awry with froth, his feet and hands were deformed in a way that they cupped back to the limb, and he mumbled.  He was like an animal.  Okay, I thought, get a grip, what will we do?  My mom and I glanced at each other; Pastor Lagmay and Pastor Delgado did the like.  We were all aware that in and of ourselves we could do nothing, but we had to pray.

My palms were sweating, my soul fixed and my spirit searching.  I had read a story in the Bible that told of a man demon possessed and how Jesus spoke for the demons to leave.  And so therefore I prayed, and so we all did, for three hours.  (I know this may seem strange and unbelievable to you- actually it was very strange, and seemingly unbelievable).  This man’s face changed colors, from paleness to blue, to gray, as though he was being choked.  His voice would yell and scream in loud high pitches, then soften to conversations with himself.  Saliva leaked form his mouth, his body twisted and turned, and I tried to stay focused.  I had to believe for God to deliver this man.

I can’t explain how any of this happened except to say that the demon left and there remained the man, but this time a different man.  His deformities stretched out to created normal hands, normal feet, and a normal mouth.  His persona changed to that of a peaceful, alert, and functional person.  I could sense that the evil had left.  There was peace.  We all stood there in bewilderment, knowing that what we had just experienced was a miracle.  This man was made completely whole.  He joined us at the crusade for the entire week in Santa Maria, testifying of his deliverance.

Yes it was at that moment that I realized there really was a God, something called faith- and something, too, called evil.  The scenes that my eyes witnessed drove into my heart.  And it is in my heart, that God continues to work.

Departure date did soon arrive, and it was time to say good-bye.  I knew that it wouldn’t be the last time that I would see these beautiful brown faces.  I would be back.  But first, I would carry these experiences to my hometown of Heppner.

I returned to school and gave a report on my trip.  I watched the faces of my peers as I spoke of the Philippines.  My words weren’t penetrating passed the walls of their skin.  They had no idea what I had experienced, and there was no way to communicate it to them.  

I knew I had changed.  A change that I believe happens when one’s life is exposed to a life- unlike their own.  My experience in the Philippines led me to venture to other peoples, other lands.  I learned the wealth of knowledge gained by looking into another one’s face, washing clothes together in the river, or sharing coconut milk freshly captured from a tall tree on a hot day.  These are the things that changed this small town girl.

Now, when the turmoil of the daily grind begins to clutter my mind and invade my inner peace, and the struggle to succeed in material ways steps in front of my joy, I take a deep breath and let myself fall back.  I search within, remembering what life is really about.  What is important, and what is superficial.

My address is in the small town of Heppner.  My views are from my acquaintance with the people of other lands.  This, I am thankful for.
